SUBJECT: Quarterly High-Donar uverpayments xeport

Executive Order 13520, Reducing Improper Payments, requires the Head of agencies with
programs susceptible to significant improper payments under the Improper Payments
Information Act to submit to the agency’s Inspector General, a quarterly report of identified
high-dollar overpayments. High-do ir overpayments are in excess of 50 percent of the correct
amount. For an individual, the threshold is $25,000 as a single payment or in cumulative
payments for the quarter. For an entity, the threshold is $100,000 as a single payment or in
cumulative payments for the quarter.

Attached is the Department of Agriculture’s High-Dollar Overpayments Report for the second
quarter of fiscal year 2018. The information in the report complies with the guidance issued on
October 20, 2014, by the Office of ! inagement and Budget in Memorandum M-15-02,
Appendix C to Circular No. A-123, Requirements for Effective Estimation and

Remediation of Improper Payments. It includes the reason for the overpayment, actions taken or
planned to recover overpayments, and actions and strategies the agencies intend to take to
prevent overpayments in the future.
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
